Championships. You can even show up with a few National Tour wins
under your belt. Again, it means nothing. What matters is who shows up
on the two days where it matters in Nebraska, runs three clean fast laps
on two separate courses and is simply the fastest. The clocks will decide
who is the champion, not previous regional glories.

With 1,350 competitors at the big show statistically most people will
not leave the Nats as a National Champions, most will not be on the
podium, most will not earn a trophy. The competition is cutthroat. This
is old school stuff, there are no participation ribbons. This is the best of
the best in the country. | mentioned the word humbling. To many it is
outright discouraging. So, why do it? Why drive thousands of miles for
three laps on one course, three laps on another course and then let the
results tell you that you should probably give up racing altogether and
think about taking up pickle ball? The answer is simple: the people.

When | go to the Nats, sure | want to win (to be clear, | don't win, but | still

try to win, desperately.) But, what | really enjoy is seeing my friends from
all around the country who love the same shared experience: driving

our faces off chasing that magical pointy end of the results. The Nats are

enormous, a weeklong speed fest. We all park, camp and party in the
paddock based on region (big props to Brandon Griggs for organizing
the SFR paddock this year.) The paddock is its own version of Burning
Man for autocrossers. There are kiddie pools filled with beer, real pools
to jump in and cool off, big wheel Pro Solo races, ice cream socials,
margarita machines made out of gas weed eaters, big screens showing
GoPro footage, decorated golf carts like they are parade floats, awards,

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REGIONAL 13 & 14 I

Sonoma Raceway is home to most of the drivers in the San Francisco
Region of the SCCA. This is the track that put us on the map and visa
versa. Nowadays we only get two chances to race at Sonoma and
the first chance is very early in the year when the weather is usually
questionable. So even though this event was on Labor Day weekend
it was nice to see a completely full paddock.

The full paddock meant large run groups which also meant lots of
action. It started with the first race of the day when the group 4 cars

Group 1 (F4,FA, FA2, FA3, FM. FX)

Twenty cars set a time for this group of high-powered Formula Cars.
The story was not the number of cars, but more like what happened

to the number one qualifier. Nicole Havrda from Courtenay, British
Columbia had just driven across the country from New Jersey
Motorsport Park, where she made her FR Americas debut. That race
was August 27. Which meant her team had basically three days to

drive from New Jersey all the way to Sonoma Raceway - basically one
coast to the other. Havrda started the qualifying session with two
warmup laps ,and the third lap she did a flyer, which ended up being
fast enough for the pole position. She then did two cool down laps and
was on her second flyer when she crested the raise at Turn Eight. As
soon as she could see the track ahead of her, she encountered the slow
moving car of Jay Henry Horak. With no where to go, Havrda swerved
to the right to avoid launching herself over the back of Horak’s car. She
lost control of her car and slid hard into the barrier on the right side of
the track. The impact caused her car to bounce off and then flip over.
The good news was Havrda was not injured. The bad news was the very
exhausted crew had a massive rebuild ahead of them.

Havrda's accident ended the session with the lap time she posted on
Lap Three being good enough for the pole position. Second fastest
was Jay Henry Horak and third was Jake Bonilla.

Graham Rankin took the fourth spot and was the first of three FA cars.
The fastest FM was Bill Weaver, .6 faster than Derry O Donovan.

The race got underway without the pole sitter Havrda, as her crew
was up to their elbows in side pods and suspensions pieces. That left
Jay Henry Horak to take the charge, which he did. When the green
flag flew, so did Horak. He took the lead; but as the field was working
through Turn Two on the opening lap, Bonilla spun right in front of
Graham Rankin. Rankin tried to get around him; but as Bonilla's car
rolled back, Rankin’s rear wheel hit Bonilla and ended the day for
Rankin. There was additional collateral damage from the Bonilla spin.
Bill Weaver got hit by a car trying to avoid Bonilla. Weaver's front wing
was folded into this front tire and his day was over.

went out on the track. With several cars getting involved with each
other the race had four laps under caution. It took to the fourth race
of the afternoon to experience a caution free race. That being said the
racing was very entertaining.

This weekend we had a full cadre of Volunteers, highlighted by the 34
Formula SAE student we had on hand. The E-Crew got plenty of on the
job training as the bone yard was full of cars by the end of the day.

Race 1

Through all of the chaos Joe Briggs emerged in second place with
Christian Okpysh in third and Jim Mali in Fourth.

Horak had the lead to himself and the remaining question was who
was going to claim second and third, since the opening lap was so
jumbled. The answer to whom was going to claim second was settled
pretty quickly, as Jim Mali first got past Okpysh on Lap Two and then by
Briggs on Lap Three.

Third place was more of a question mark, because Bonilla had
recovered from the spin and was working his way through the field.
When he rejoined the field, Bonilla was last of the remaining running
cars. But with the entire race in front of him, Bonilla passed at least
one car every lap. He had to hold stationary for two laps of full course
caution; but during the green flag laps, Bonilla was making up a lot of
lost ground. By Lap 11 he caught up to Joe Briggs who was in third
and by Lap 12 Bonilla was on the podium.

Joe Briggs would go on to finish Fourth, but was first in FA3. Second
in FA3 was Gregory Perrin, who had slipped all the way down to tenth
place overall on the second lap of the race. When the caution came
out, Perrin was in ninth place behind Tao Takaoka. But once the caution
was lifted, he made up six positions to finish behind Briggs.

In the F4 race Dmitry Pistoliako and Jett Bowling had themselves

a dog fight. Pistoliako qualified 12th overall and Bowling did not
post a time. Pistoliako got off to a good start and was in sixth place
overall at the end of three laps. But as some of the faster cars who got
mixed up in the Turn Two jumble at the start came through the field,
Pistoliako started to slip back. In the meantime Bowling was holding
his own in 14th place. The caution allowed the field to bunch up and
when the caution was thrown, Pistoliako was only one position ahead
of Bowling. When the track went green for the final five laps, Bowling
and Pistoliako were nose to tail and engaged in an even fight. Bowling
came out the winner as he made pass on Pistoliako on the last lap of
the race to claim the F4 class win.

After working all night long, the Kiwi Motorsport Crew had Nicole
Havrda's car back together again. Hitting the barrier at 125 mph
caused a lot of damage to the Liger JS F3 car. When the car was
brought into the garage after the accident, it looked as though Havrda
was done for the weekend. But it is amazing what determination

and hard work can accomplish. It was going to be asking a lot to

ask Havrda to set another pole position qualifying time especially

not knowing if the crew had time to do a proper set up. After the 20
minutes session Havrda qualified 5th overall. Jay Henry Horak took
the pole by .607 second over Jake Bonilla. Third fastest qualifier was
Graham Rankin, who spent the night in the garage repairing the right
rear corner of his Swift 014 FA car. Rankin had to drive home and
scavenge parts off of another car that he owns to get back on the track
again.

Fastest of the Formula Mazdas was Bill Weaver, who had to repair the
damage to his front wing in order to set his fast time. Driver mechanics
set the bar in this group.

When the field of 19 took the green flag ,Horak jumped into the lead
with Bonilla lining up right behind him. Havrda jumped the FA of Jim
Mali and Rankin to take third on the first lap. Lap Two Mali got around
Havrda for third. The top three did not change for the next ten laps.

In fact Horak initially was pulling away from Bonilla, and at one point
had about a five-car length lead. Butthe FA3 cars have a lot of power
and not a lot of tire. So as the race got past the half way point, Bonilla
started to close the gap to Horak. By lap 10 Bonilla was looking for

his opportunity. That opportunity came on Lap 12, when Bonilla
pulled alongside of Horak in Turn 7. As the two cars accelerated out
of the turn, Bonilla had the superior speed and made the pass. Now
it was Horak's turn to see if he could return the favor. Bonilla and
Horak spent the next six laps nose to tail. Horak was looking for an
opportunity to get by while Bonilla was doing his best to keep Horak
at bay. Bonilla keeping Horak behind him and won by 2.8 seconds.

At the end of the race Bonilla and Horak were all smiles as they both
enjoyed themselves and the close racing they had together. Havrda
finished third in FA2 which was small consolation for the tough
weekend she endured.

Third place but first in FA was Jim Mali with his friend Graham Rankin
taking fourth and second in FA, Rankin was relived to finish the race
in one piece especially considering all the work he had to do to make
the race.

Joe Briggs won FA3 besting Gregory Perrin. Perrin had one car that
was not in his class between him and Briggs. Too bad they did not get
to race without any outside interference.

Bill Weaver's luck was a lot better on Sunday than it was on Saturday.
He had to race hard ,but was able to keep Brad Drew behind him.
Drew had Christian Okpysh right behind him. Weaver and Drew

were a bobble away from Okpysh winning the FM race. The three FM
drivers raced hard, but neither one of them were able to put a pass on
their competitors.

A ten-car field of mostly prototypes was on hand to take on the 2.5
mile Sonoma raceway. John Manfroy and his teammate Kevin Mitz
were on point this weekend. Manfroy took the pole while his running
mate Mitz took the outside spot on the front row. Manfroy was driving
his P1 car while Mitz was in his P2 car. Both drivers did not utilize the
allotted time for the session. Manfroy came in after five laps, while Mitz
only put in four laps worth of effort. Noah Hambayi was the fastest FE2
car by only .041 second over Paul Marino.

At the start of the race Manfroy grabbed the lead from Mitz and
really never looked back. In the first five laps, Manfroy was able gap
Mitz by a little over five seconds. From that point on, it was a matter
of reliablity and lack of cautions. If Manfroy's car held together and
there were no cautions, taking the victory chances of winning greatly
improved. The reliability and no full course cautions ensured that
Manfroy would win the race out right and first in P1.

Mitz was not really worried about Manfroy because they were racing
in two different classes. Mitz just needed to keep his car on the shiny
stuff and hope for a caution-free race. Both came true for Mitz and he
was able to take the P2 class win.

The FE2 race between Hambayi and Marino would see Marino up
to fifth overall at the start; and with three laps to go he passed Eric
O'Brien to take fourth overall. Marino would then fall victim to the
sound gods as he was deemed too loud on the last lap of the race.
The penalty for such an infringement was five postions, which meant
that Hambayi won the class.

Afterwards | talked to Manfroy and said it looked like he had a easy
drive. He then told me they changed the setup and it was actually a
bear to drive. Manfroy said the suspension was so stiff it rattled his
eyes. He said he was looking at changing some things for the next day.

The pole sitter from the Saturday race, John Manfroy, did not make the
qualifying session. That meant that for the Sunday race we would have
a new person leading the Group 2 racers to the green. My money was
on Kevin Mitz, since he was the second fastest on Saturday. It was a
good thing | did not put any money on the line because Chris Vian
surprised me by taking the pole by .885 seconds over Mitz. The FE2
cars saw Paul Marino beat out Noah Hambayi by 1.1 seconds for the
FE2 class pole.

The field went on the pace lap and John Manfroy fixed whatever his
problems were from the qualifying session. He was starting shotgun
on the field. When the race started, Mitz grabbed the lead over Vian
going into the first lap. But by the time the group crossed the timing
strip for the first lap, Manfroy was already in second place. Now it
was up to Mitz in his P2 car to hold off the higher-powered P1 car of
Manfroy. The two put on a great show for four laps. The announcers
were very excited describing the action which got everyone in

the paddock on the fences to watch the action on the track, The
excitement was over when Manfroy grabbed the lead from Mitz
going into Turn 11 on the sixth lap. Once in the lead, Manfroy took
off and had a lead as long as the front straight. But with two laps to
go Manfroy quit coming around. He'd broken down on the outside of
the track at Turn 7.1 would later find out that a suspension item failed

on him and he could no longer continue. Luckily the failure did not
happen in a high-speed part of the track otherwise Manfroy could
have suffered some serious damage.

His only
competition in the class, Noah Hambayi, retired on the fifth lap.

Thirty cars lined up for Group 3 qualifying. It is hard to predict who
will be fastest in the group because the fastest class seems to rotate
based on who is entered.

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Group 4 (Fc, FF, FFT, FS, FV)

Group Four got the weekend party started for the first dry visit to
Sonoma this year. Since there was built-up demand across all the run
groups, the expectation was that some very competitive racing was in
store for all who were in attendance. Twenty-six racers comprised this
group, with almost half of them Formula Continentals (FC.)

One of the main reasons the FC group was so healthy was because
this was a Pacific F2000 weekend, which promotes a separate
championship across the entire West Coast for FC cars. Also in
attendance were the guys racing in the FFT series. This group is mainly
made up of FF drivers who want to run on the Hoosier Bias Ply FF tire.

The initial entry list showed Hunter Tatman entered in FC and in FF.
Since Tatman has a car for each class, it was unknown which car he was
going to race. Obviously he was going to have to choose one class
over the other, since they both are in the same run group.

Whatever class he chose, you knew Tatman was going to be fast. He
chose FC and he was fast. In fact, he set the fastest time and collected
the pole. Jerry Dutch Schultz was only .880 seconds behind him for
the second spot on the grid. James Hakewill took third only .015
second slower than Schultz.

In the FFs Chuck Horn took the honors by going 1.2 seconds faster
than Stewart Paterson.

There were three FVs in the race and fastest amongst them for Ron
Wake. 1.2 seconds faster than Brent Milner.

This group opted for a split start with the FC in the lead group, and
everyone else in the second group. The problem was the lead group
got about a half a track jump on the second group, which meant that
the FC leaders were going to be on the FVs within two laps.

The race at the front was between the top three qualifiers; and by the
time they were about half way through the first lap, Shultz was in the
lead followed by Hakewill and then Tatman. As the cars came into Turn
Seven, Hakewill tried a move on Shultz which was overly optimistic.
The two cars came together and before one lap was complete they
were both finished.

Tatman took over control for the rest of the lap and already had a
comfortable lead over Troy Shooter. Lap Three saw Tatemen'’s lead
quickly erased when Shooter made contact with Joseph Hopkins. The
contact was so hard the two cars needed to be lift towed back into the
impound area.

The cleanup lasted four laps, which meant the clock was ticking on this
race.

Lap Eight saw the green flag come out and the racing resumed.
Tatman took control of the race; and four laps later the race was over,
with him winning. Second place at the time was Tom Hope. He was
poised to take second overall when his rear wing broke. Hope had to
slow down severely and he ended up limping home in ninth overall.
Gary Patterson was credited with second place after Lyn Greenhill was
penalized one position for violating GCR 6.1.1.B - passing under a
yellow flag.

The Formula Ford race was a battle between Chuck Horn with the
radial spec Hoosier tires versus Stewart Paterson and Eric Little on
Hoosier Bias Ply tires.

Horn took the initial lead, but had Paterson and Little glued to his
shadow. They got in two laps of nose to tail racing before they took
a breather for the cleanup of the Shooter/Hopkins incident. On Lap
Eight they resumed racing, and Horn had his hands full of the hard
charging Paterson. But Horn proved to tough for Paterson this race
and held him off for the victory.

The Formula Vee race was a close three-way fight with Ron Wake,
Mace Gjerman, and Brent Milner. Wake took the lead followed by
Milner, then by Gjerman. Lap Two Gjerman got past Milner and was
looking for a way around Wake, when the yellow came out. When
racing resumed on Lap Seven for these guys, Wake maintained his
lead. Gjerman was looking for any opportunity to get around him.
Milner, however, was not as fortunate. He went off in Turn Nine, hitting
the barrier very hard. Luckily Milner was not hurt badly, but his car
suffered significant damage to the transmission. It was nice to see
Gjerman back racing Vees after a long hiatus. While he's rebuilding his
original Vee, he raced Ronnie Chuck’s car.
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#88 Lyn Greenhill and #57 Nicolas Coewere involved in some close racing. Coe ran afoul with the Stewarts and he was penalized after the race for passing under the

If you are willing to tow that far
you better bring your “"A” game. Tatman did exactly that. Saturday saw
him take the pole and win the race. Sunday he needed to do the same
thing to earn a clean sweep for the weekend. If he were to accomplish
that the tow would certainly be worth the effort. The Sunday qualifying
saw him one step closer to fulfilling his goal. He took the pole position
over Tom Hope by .813 seconds. James Hackewill was able to fix

his car from the Saturday contact with Jerry Dutch Schultz, and he
qualified third. Troy Shooter, who also had overnight repairs to do due
to contact during the Saturday race, qualified Fourth.

The fastest FF car was Stewart Paterson .2 faster than Chuck Horn.
Paterson was entered in FFT while Horn was entered in FF (the
difference is the type of tire they run.) Third amongst the FF cars was
Eric Little.

Mace Gjerman out qualified Ron Wake in FV by .731 seconds.

Tatman brought he 25 car field up to the green flag; and once the
flag was displayed, he bolted into the lead. Hope pulled in behind
him followed by Hakewill. They completed the first lap with Tatman
leading, Hope, Second, and Hakewill third.

Lap Two saw Troy Shooter slip past Hakewill for third place. By this
time Tatman was stretching out his lead over Hope. Tatmen would

cruise to victory leading wire to wire and completing the clean sweep
for the weekend.

Hope was cruising around in second place, when on the tenth lap his
engine let go. This was the accumulation of a bad weekend for Hope,
as his rear wing broke in the Saturday race. Hope's retirement meant
that Shooter promoted up to second while Hakewill moved up to
third.

The FF race saw Chuck Horn jump into the lead and build up a
significant gap over Paterson, Eric Little, and Denny Renfrow. Horn
looked to have the race under control, when on the last lap of the
race, he was going through the carousel and spun in the oil from
Hope's car. Several cars fell victim to this oil, including Paterson, who
had to go wide to miss the spinning car of Horn. Little lost the use of
third gear, and Renfrow was able to take advantage of that to get by
Little. Renfrow saw everyone sliding around and knew to take it easy
through the turn. He made it out unscathed, then went on to take
the FF victory. Paterson got his car going again and finished behind
Renfrow; but more importantly first place in FFT.

Ron Wake and Mace Gjerman had a classic FV dual. They swapped
position several times during the race. Wake was able to hold off
Gjerman at the end.

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Forty-four cars posted a qualifying time for Group 5. The fastest in

the field was Roger Eagleton, piloting a SMG Mustang. He was 2.3
seconds faster than Tim Weaver in a Miata entered in ITR. Sean Lovett
qualified third in his E30 BMW. The majority of the racers in this group
are Spec Miata drivers double dipping as ITA cars or ITX cars.

The fastest ITA driver was Rob Fuller, with the second fastest Miata
being Ross Lindell who was 1.5 seconds off of Fuller’s pace. Fastest
ITX was David Swig, who out qualfied his nearest ITX competitor by
2.3 seconds. This was Swig's first-ever SCCA race, having spent most
of his young racing career in vintage and classic cars.

The race got underway with Eagleton taking the lead and never
looking back. He initially had Sean Lovett chasing after him; and then
fifth place qualifier Wilson Powell decided he wanted to be the guy
trying to unseat Eagleton. Powell held onto second for seven laps, but
overheating problems forced him to retire. With Powell retiring, Lovett
reassumed second position, finishing 14.4 seconds behind Eagleton.

Third place overall but first in STL was Wesley Mollno. This weekend
we had the pleasure of having the MX5 drivers racing with us. If you
don't know what an MX5 car is, think Miata on steroids with a fancy
graphics. They look like Miatas, but with a more modern styling and
more horsepower. Just like the Miatas, they put on a great race.
Wesley had five other Mazda MX5 cars racing with him. Jon Davies

finished second in STL, almost nine seconds further back from Mollno.
Part of the reason Mollno large gap was that Davies, Tim Weaver,

and Michael Neumeyer were engaged in their own personal race.
Weaver finished Fourth overall, although he was driving a Miata,
which theoretically should be slower than the MX5 cars of Davies and
Neumeyer. Weaver's Miata has a little extra punch under the hood
and he races itin ITR instead of ITA and ITX. Davies waited until the
last lap of the race to claim second in STL with a pass going into Turn
Seven. The three racers finished within 1. 4 seconds of each other.

Ever since Rob Fuller rebuilt the #49 Miata he has been untouchable.
Fuller took the lead in ITA from the first lap and held it the entire
session. He was swinging above his weight when he put the SMG cars
of Matt Lituchy and Robert Brayton between him and Ross Lindell,
who was second in ITA. This was the third win in the newly refurbished
49 car.

David Swig won ITX. David's closest competition was Nuno Goncalves
Pedro. Pedro finished second in ITX, but he had several cars from
other classes between him and Swig. This was David Swig’s first race
with us and he came away with a victory, good job David! You will hear
more about David as the weekend went on.

Other class winners included Tom Tuttle in B Spec, Bill Okell in FP,
Marc Davis in GTL, Craig Walker in SSC5, and Mauro Pellegrini in T4.

Roger Eagleton (SMG) woke up Sunday morning and picked up right
where he left off on Saturday. He took the pole position for Group Five
by .490 seconds over Wesley Mollno (STL). Eagleton’s time was two
seconds slower than his Saturday qualifying time; but it did not matter,
because even two seconds slower he was faster than the other 37
racers in this group. Sean Lovett (ITS) had to settle for the third starting
spot while Tim Weaver (ITR) fell down to 5th overall.

Eagleton and Mollno brought the field up to the green flag and they
were off to the races. Eagleton used the V8 horsepower to climb the
hill towards Turn 2 and beat Mollno to the apex of Turn 2 since the
MXS5 car of Mollno only had four cylinders compared to the eight
Eagleton had.

Eagleton then put his head down and concentrated on doing fast
yet under control laps. Eagleton made it seem like it was easy and he
rode the Mustang to off into the sunset. Wesley Mollno also put his
head down and watched as Eagleton drove off into the sunset; but
in the meantime, he had to make sure the third place car of Michael
Neumeyer did not catch him. Sean Lovett, who was the third fastest
of the group, only did one lap and had to retired the car. His oil shaft
broke which caused his timing belt to snap, which in turn ruined the
motor.

Speaking of retiring early, Wilson Powell apparently was not able to
find a solution for the overheating problem that he was having all
weekend, so he did not even start the race.

The first three competitors did not pass anyone after the fist lap of

the race. You had to go down to the fourth place finisher to see a real
race going on. Ryan Gutile and Tim Weaver had a small race going on.
Gutile grabbed fourth from his eighth starting position. Weaver fell
from fifth to seventh at the start. He then spent three laps following
Gutile looking for a pacing opportunity. On lap five Weaver found that
opportunity and took over fourth place. He held the position until Lap
13 when he suffered a mechanical problem and had to retire out of
the race.

Eagleton took the victory and won SMG. Mollno came in second and
won STL. Neumeyer came in third and was second in STL.

Graig Walker was the lone SSC5 Corvette in the race. He was racing
with Patrick Drinkwine for a couple of laps, before he got by Drinkwine
for good on Lap Five.

The ITX race Jared Korth led wire to wire. He had the ITA car of Rob
Fuller behind him most of the race, but they never swapped positions.
At the end of the day, it really did not matter since they were both
racing in different classes. Peter Phung finished second in ITA. He was
right behind Fuller for most of the race; but just did not have enough
pace to get by him.

Other class winners included Tom Tuttle in B Spec. Bill Okell in FP.
Marc Davis in GTL. Vadim Kutsyy in ITS, and Mauro Pellegrini in T4.

Sunday mid-morning 31 SRFs went out for qualifying. The question on
everyone's mind was who was going to qualify second, because, with
Mike Miserendino in the field, you knew that he was going to be first.
The funny thing is he is not head and shoulders faster than everyone
else. He is just fast enough to know how to get the job done. | asked
one of his fellow competitiors what he does and he said that he does
everything good. He is consistent and every lap is a repeat of the
previous lap.

So when qualifying was over Miserendino was on the pole with

Joe Kou qualifying in second. Kou was only .155 seconds behind
Miserendino, which is such a small amount of time; but that is all
Miserendino needed. Kou is only in his second year of Racing SRFs. He
has been a quick learner and he thrives in competitive environments.
Hopefully he could give Miserendino some mirrors full of his green,
black, and white SRF3. Taking up the third spot was Greg Hoff, only
.085 second behind Kou, Fourth fastest was Joshua Jacobs.

Top qualifier in SRFH was Michael Woolley who was fifth fastest. This
is an outstanding result. He had 15 of the SRF3 field lined up behind
him. Bruce Richardson was again the fastest of the two SRFs.

The last race of the weekend was the Group 6 racers. Thirty-one cars
took the green flag and 29 completed more than two laps.

Miserendino and Kou led the field up to the green flag. As had been
the practice all weekend, the starter waited until the first few rows
were on the short straight past Turn 12. When the green flag was
thrown, Miserendino got a great jump on Kou and immediately took
the lead. Kou lined up behind him, followed by Hoff and then Jacobs.
Much like you see in F1, the opening lap is where the leader tries to
get out of reach of his competitors. Miserendino did exactly that. By
the time the leaders were in Turn Five he had a four car length lead.
Kou was doing his best to stay with Miserendino; and he needed to

put in the perfect lap to keep the race close. But Kou's car did not
seem to have the initial grip that Miserendino had. As they were going
through the carousel, Kou lost the back end for a brief moment, and
that is all Miserendino needed. Another correction going through

the esses saw Kou lose more ground. By Lap Two Miserendino was
starting to drive off.

But the race for second was very thrilling. With Kou’s car down on grip,
Hoff and Jacobs were all over the back of Kou. Lap Three Hoff made

a run on Kou going into Turn 11, but he was too far back. Hoff went
wide in 11 and that opened the door for Jacobs to pass Hoff going up
the front straight. Now Jacobs was in Kou's mirrors and was looking
for a way around Kou. On the very next lap (Lap Four) Hoff tried to get
back by Jacobs in Turn 11 and again went wide. This allowed Michael
Woolley in the SRFH to pass Hoff on the exit of the turn. By the time
the front five reached the carousel, Jacobs was setting up Kou for a
pass in Turn Seven. Kou was sliding too much in the carousel and
Jacobs knew it. Jacobs held back just enough ,so he could get a good
exit speed out of the turn, so his run up to Turn Seven would have the
most speed. He pulled it off perfectly and on the fourth lap Jacobs
pulled alongside Kou at the turn in point and took the turn and in the
process took second place.

There were no more passes amongst the top three from this point
on; but Hoff and Woolley had a great race. Lap Nine Hoff re-passed
Woolley for third on the front straight going up to Turn Two. Lap 11
saw Hoff make a dive move for Kou in Turn 11, going wide again.
Woolley was able to get around Hoff for the second time, but two laps
later Hoff passed Woolley going up to Turn Two again. They would
finish with Miserendino taking the win, followed by Jacobs, Kou, Hoff,
and Woolley. Woolley won the SRFH class with a great drive.

Bruce Richardson won SRF besting Jake Woolley.

This weekend we had the MX5 cup racers as part of our program. The
MX5 cars are the modern version of the Miata with more horsepower
and updated styling.

The fastest MX5 cars are about five seconds faster than the fastest
SMT cars.

With that being said, it was not a surprise when we learned the fastest
qualifier was the MX5 car of Wyatt Couch. He only needed three

laps to set his time. But it was by the slimmest of margins over Dave
Tooker, who took second place by .001 seconds! Wesley Mollno was
third and he was only .131 seconds off of Couch.

Fastest of the Miatas was Jared Korth who laid down a lap .4 of a
second faster than Rob Fuller and .5 faster than Greg Hoff. Newcomer
David Swig set the fastest time in SSM, a little over .6 faster than Malon
Brown and Daniel Kulas.

With the SMX cars leading the field of 49 cars up the hill towards
Turn Two, you knew anything could happen when that many cars
funnel through the off-camber right hand turn at the top of the hill.
But remarkably the entire field made it through the turn with neither a
bump or a scratch on all 49 cars.

The pole sitter Wyatt Couch grabbed the lead while second and third
place qualifiers Dave Tooker and Wesley Mollno lined up behind
Couch in their qualifying order. The top three stayed in this order the
entire race. Couch was able to get a comfortable lead over Tooker,
and Tooker was able to get a comfortable lead over Mollno. The

real movement in the SMX class was Will Schrader. He fell down one
spot at the beginning of the race, but ended up improving by three
total positions at the end. One of those positions was when Uthman
Alaoui retired on Lap 7. The other positions were at the expense of
Ryan Gutile and Michael Neumeyer. Jon Davies also moved up three
positions getting by Gutile and Neumeyer.

The race at the front of the SMT group saw the top four cars run
exactly as they qualified. Korth grabbed the lead and Hoff slotted in

behind him, followed by Fuller and Alan Gjedsted. The top four ran
in this order the entire race. It was quite unusual that there were no
positions changes during the race. Second place finisher Hoff was
behind Korth the entire race, but he was never close enough to make
a move.

The SSM was a nail bitter. Pole sitter David Swig fell back four spots

in the first four laps. The worst part about the tumble in the order it
was all at the expense of cars racing in his class. The top four SSM

cars were running in order on the track with no inteference from cars
in other classes. Malon Brown had the lead and had built up a ten car
length lead over Daniel Kulas. But as the race evolved, Kulas was able
to nibble away at Brown's lead; and with two laps to go, he looked

like he was going to be able to make a move. But on the last lap Kulas
was a little too eager through the carrousel and created too much slip
angle. At that point Brown's class win looked to be secured. But one
of the faster MX5 cars was coming up to lap them. The MX5 car of
Will Schrader passed Kulas on the straight up to Turn 7. He was now
right behind Brown going through the esses. Schrader went around
the outside of Brown going through Turn Nine. But Schrader now had
novice driver Michael Dunsford in front of him going through Turn 10,
which is the fastest part of the track. Schrader passed Dunsford on the
exit of Turn 10, but had to severely compromise his speed through the
turn. Brown also had to slow down and upon exiting the turn, Kulas
was along side of Brown going into the braking area of 11. They both
hit the brakes as late as they could. Kulas had the preferred inside
line. Upon exiting the turn Kulas was ahead of Brown. At that point it
was a drag race to the checkered flag. Normally the short run to the
checkered is not enough distance to pass an equally matched car. But
the MX5 car of Jon Davies passed both Brown and Kulas on the way to
start finish. The car passing must have created just enough of a hole in
the wind that Brown was able use the draft to follow Davies and snatch
the victory by .6 of a second. Great race!

SM saw Andrew Wozencroft take the win without any serious
competition from anyone else in his class.

Qualifying for the Sunday Group 7 race saw Wyatt Couch take the
pole again, but Uthman Alaoui grabbed the second position. Couch'’s
pole time was 1.1 seconds slower than his Saturday time. Alaoui was .9
faster than his Saturday time. The session only lasted four laps so the
guys who got up to speed quickly were rewarded.

Jared Korth took the pole position in SMT again with Rob Fuller and
Greg Hoff occupying second and third.

In SSM Swig took the pole again, but second was Daniel Kulas
followed by Malon Brown.

The SM pole was won by Andrew Wozencroft with Suzanne Cobos
slotting into the second position.

The race got underway with Couch grabbing the lead, followed by
Tooker and Jon Davies. Lap two Alaoui replaced Davies for third; and
for the next five laps the front three remained stagnant. On Lap Five
Alaoui grabbed second place from Tooker, only to give it back the
following lap. The front three continued in the same order until Alaoui
took over second place for good on Lap 14, relegating Tooker to third
place. Couch in the meantime was enjoying his view at the front and
ended up winning by almost seven seconds. Alaoui finished second
and Tooker finished third on the track. When all the adrenaline and
heart rates calmed down, Tooker was assessed a two position penalty
for avoidable contact. That penalty moved Will Schrader up to the final
podium position.

In SMT the pole sitter Jared Korth suddenly was not feeling good. He
had a severe headache and was throwing up. He was in no condition
to race. This left Rob Fuller and Greg Hoff to jostle for the win. Fuller

We live in the best area in the world with so many opportunities. The
problem is, there is competition for entertainment time and dollars.
Combined with the ability to buy a $200K Porsche and be the fastest guy
at HOD without knowing how to drive, our club is under attack from a lot of
different directions.

We need to figure out how to increase participation (more entries solve
a lot of financial problems). Marketing would be my initial thought, maybe
a professional social media person who can frequently post. There is no
excuse for every local auto related social media site NOT to be getting
regular information from us. We need to market our drivers’ school more
because we constantly need new bodies: the average drivers school
attendee races for 2.5 years before dropping out. (I just made up that
statistic, but it sounds good). There were a lot of SCCA drivers at the
Monterey Reunion talking to people about racing. They should have Club
supplied flyers or business cards about our drivers’ school to hand out. It
can be tough for some people to break into a club situation. We should
have a point of contact and host for people interested in our club that don't
know any current members.

We need to clean up driving to reduce car damage. | hate to advocate
bad news, but | would suggest serious penalties for body contact,
especially if the person behind gains position. In other words: don't even
think about that sketchy pass. Yes, | know | am (used to be?) one of the
worst offenders but that means | know of what | speak! Suggestion: if there
is body contact the person who gained position is PRESUMED to be at fault
and THEY need to prove otherwise. That would make things easier on the
stewards. Another suggestion is no improving grid position until through
T2 at Sonoma and Laguna and T1 at Thunderhill. Usually the start problems
are caused by the guys trying to win the race in the first turn.

Maybe more emphasis on the social aspects of
volunteering? | need to find out why volunteers participate and expand on
that. With pro support, most racers don't think about the fact the volunteers
are attending a lot more events than drivers and, speaking for myself, just
our races are a lot of time. I'm going to speak against my own candidacy
by saying the volunteers need a voice at the table. | would be honored to
represent them, even though a driver. | worked Grid for a few races. It's
tough to volunteer and race, even as an arrive and drive participant, but
we really need to get drivers to help out.

We want
to continue to encourage formula car organizations to show up. | hope we
are doing something for Peter West and his Formula Continental group.
They got hosed at Laguna but keep coming back.

About me. | went to Drivers’ School just to try wheel to wheel after 10
years of HPDE. | had no intention of participating to the extent | do but was
hooked after the first race. | started in Sealed Spec Miata with Larry Oka
and have remained with him since. | also branched out into Spec Racer
Ford only because the people in the group were so welcoming, and Cerini.

As a Volunteer organization, this can take a toll on all of our Volunteer
Race officials. Over the last several years | have implemented several
programs to help offset costs to the Volunteers. These have included
subsidized hotels in Monterey as well as revamping the VIP program from
2 points per day to 20. The worker appreciation fund has also benefited.
Every driver entry now pays a minimum of $5 to the fund per race.
Previously, the threshold was nothing (My apologies to those drivers who
initially complained about this).

Without Volunteers, we would not be racing. Without Drivers, the same
outcome would occur. Unlike 50 years ago, we are not the only game in
town. We now have HPDE groups, Enduro groups, and competitors such
as NASA all competing for the same audience and entry list. Many of these
groups do it on a budget that allows for lower prices. Some do it with
minimal staff. The San Francisco Region and SCCA, take pride in being
able to put forth a professional event. Drivers depend on it! Some of our
Volunteer staff have been with us for 50+ years. It is natural that we will
lose members. As | talk to older members, this has been a topic since the
70's. How to draw younger folks to our ranks, given the change in society
over the last 50 years. We have had some success with the energetic
SAE students from San Jose State. We have had some success in other
specialties as well. Make no mistake, Volunteers pay to be with us at events.
| am quite aware of this, as many travel long distances, pay out of their own
pockets for gas/lodging/meals, as well as some taking time off from their
own jobs to make sure they can participate in our events. Those that can't
stay in hotels sleep on trailer floors or tents. It is a labor of love and passion
that keeps them coming back. For all Volunteers, | have and always will
have your back. Without you we wouldn't be able to have the Club that we
are all a part of.

For our Drivers, | want to “Thank You" for sticking with the SFR SCCA. You
have many choices out there, and | have strived, along with the Board, to
make this “the place to race”. Despite rising costs for darn near everything,
we haven't raised our fees in several years. Our entries have started to
climb, and we must continue to build upon that. If it goes the other way, it
won't be good. All our race groups, whether we have 6 or 7, depending on
turn out, have been increasing in recent years. This is in large part to our

outreach to groups such as Telo Stewart and Brent Morgan's Formula cars in

Group 1, Peter

Wests group of FC cars in Group 4, the MX5 cars, as well as the Cross Flow
cup series. We are fortunate to have three of the best tracks in the Nation.
Unfortunately, they are also the most expensive. It is a hard, cold fact.
Insurance costs have jumped almost 30% this past year as well. It would be
foolish to promise that | will lower costs. Anyone candidate who claims they
can do that is not realistic. | can commit to keeping costs in line and that we
won't raise fees next year. One of the highlights of this past year was that |
worked with the Properties Board (who the RE selects each year) to increase
our dividend on our main asset, Thunderhill, by 5 times the old amount we
were previously receiving. Thunderhill is our biggest asset. There may come
a day, if we are priced out of Sonoma and Laguna, that that is where we
will be racing all the time. | will strive, and always have, to ensure we always
have a place to race!

Moving forward to the future, we need to expand on the momentum we
have started. Our social media presence has been expanded. Peter Phung
has spearheaded this and hopefully will continue to do this. Our retention
of Volunteers, as well as recruiting of new folks needs to continue. Outreach
to other racing groups that can run with us must continue. Containing costs,
as always, needs to remain a priority. Communication between the Board
and membership needs to continue to move in a positive direction. As |
have done many times, | will invite anyone who has an issue or concern
to voice it at a scheduled Board meeting. | am open to all ideas that make
sense. | am also accessible to everyone, and will continue to be, by phone
or email.

Over the past nineteen years of
the event we received significant national and international impacts that
introduced the name Thunderhill Park to millions of race fans. With our
exclusive SUNOCO fuel deal, we grossed close to $90k in fuel sales at
the peak. We also did close to $50k in food and catering. Perhaps most
important, as stated earlier, the 25 Hours of Thunderhill put us on the
motorsports map for events of magnitude.

In my opinion COVID hurt this event more than anything else. When we
skipped a year and lost momentum, we did not do what was needed to
fully revive the 25. Now faced with significant increases in costs, running
the event has become a Catch 22, wherein we want to do it, but we do
not want to lose money in the process. The 2024 edition of the 25 Hours
of Thunderhill is on the drawing board. Depending on how this year’s
November edition goes, you may have to find another venue to suffer
through all that it takes to survive the 25. | ran most of these events and
have lasting great memories of the entire process. You can create some
great memories for your racing history by signing up as soon as possible
to race this legendary event November 10-11-12 at Thunderhill Park.

2023 is shaping up to be better financially than 2022 and most years
before that at Thunderhill Park. Through the first eight months of this
year, advertising revenues are up 43% over last year. Our garage rentals
are up 3% with the new garages coming on-line before the end of the
year, destined to make this a much larger positive delta. From the many
services we provide for our customers, we are seeing a 6% improvement
in gross dollars over last year. Food sales are up 7%. Fuel sales are 9%
larger and our retail store has exceeded last years numbers by 45%)!
The rental of racetracks and skid pads, the big items in all that we do,
went from $4,940,403 through August of last year to $5,307,193 for the
same period this year, resulting in an 8% increase. Total gross income
from all operations is up 7% for this period. Keep in mind that these are
gross numbers before expenses and we all know that everything costs
a lot more in 2023 than in years past. A good business keeps up with
inflation, to assure that it has the ability to function at a high level and
deal effectively with any setbacks or other costly problems that come
along. We do that at Thunderhill, including maintaining a reserve fund
for repaving of the racetrack surfaces when that day comes along. We
last repaved the three-mile track in 2008, fifteen years ago.

In order to keep my hand in the business of motorsports | have elected
to run for the Area Nine seat on the SCCA National Board of Directors.
My consulting to the track will allow more than enough time for me to
do what | can to improve amateur fun with cars at the corporate office.
Having such a diverse background in the sport, including my road
racing, may help too. We will see if | get elected, but to do that, | need
your vote. The national elections are not exactly in your face, so be

on the lookout for the ballot and vote what is best for Area Nine that
includes Reno and San Francisco; and what is best for the National SCCA
programs, plus whatever else you would like to see improved to make
sure you and your kids have a way to play at Thunderhill Park and other

road track venues in the USA.

For the last thirty-plus years, | have seen a number of new organizations
come along that are providing fun behind the wheel at road tracks. It
helps to know what others are doing to make their programs work and it
helps to be willing to think outside the box, so that no one can ever say
that we kept doing the same things over and over again and expected
different results. That would not be good, as the oft-used expression
suggests. | have had the pleasure to witness a number of very classy
SFR/SCCA members execute the position of our National Director. Jon
Norman was among the first | saw in action, and then came Clint deWitt,
Roger Eandi, Dr. Gary Pitts and more. As an enthusiastic student of

the business of motorsports, | learned a lot from these gentlemen and
valued their efforts and contributions. They represented us when Region
33 was at the top of the charts and often exerted more influence than
most other areas. We had the best Solo, and road racing; and we led
the way in a lot of administrative advancements that served as building
blocks to where we all are today.

| find it interesting that so many forms of motorsports in this nation

have competitors from California dominating their podiums. For that to
happen you have to have good feeder systems and grassroot programs
that teach men and women how to really race, not just follow a line.
This is our history and one that we can be proud of and seek to expand.
Why not? Someone has to lead the way. Why not us? We have the best
recreational road track. We have a great history. What is to keep us from
topping the charts again? Think about that and then do your part to
make the answer you come up with a reality.

The SFR/SCCA season finale is upon us October 26, 27, 28 and 29.1am
told there will be no five [5] mile edition of the event this year; with all
races on the original track starting Friday, with the 1.9 mile, and then
moving to the full three mile with the possibility for some variations in
how we run it.
